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Rules 

1. Before taking the field all players must be correctly attired in team uniforms (same colour 
t/shirts and/or bibs).  

2. The game shall be played in two 15 minutes halves.  

3. Teams can consist of 12 players maximum - 7 players on the field (you can start a game with a 
minimum of 5 players).  

4. Mixed teams must have at least two female players on the field at all times.  

5. A try will be scored in the normal fashion of a player having crossed the line with both feet 
standing and in control of the ball.  

6. Scoring will be as follows Male = 1 point, Female = 2 points.  

7. The defending team must be 10 metres from the player taking the tap at halfway. The player 
taking the tap can run and be touched which will count as one; from then on a dummy half 
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must receive the ball.  

8. At the "play the ball" a play must play the ball between their legs for the dummy half to receive 
the ball no more then one metre.  

9. A "play the ball " may not be taken by the attacking team within 5 metres of the goal line.  

10. A knock on constitutes the ball being dropped or knocked to the ground in any direction. When 
this occurs the ball goes to the team that was not responsible for this infringement.  

11. All balls knocked to the ground will be ruled against the first offender.  

12. A touch is defined where contact is made by the defending player on any part of the attacking 
teams body or clothing below the shoulder. A touch of the ball carried by the attacking player is 
also deemed a touch. Defending teams cannot hold off making a touch.  

13. Phantom touching will be penalised at referees discretion.

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Unfortunate blow: O'Leary deserved his spot 

Since the ill - fated injury to Tomás O'Leary at Musgrave Park on Friday, there has been ample speculation as to who will be his 

British &  Irish Lions replacement.  

 

The Munster number nine was stretchered off during the early stages of their Scarlets' fixture just after he had set up his side's opening score - his 

final season offering in what's been the meteoric rise from bit -part winger to regular starter alongside Ronan O'Gara for Ireland.  

 

But heartbreak cruelly struck in Cork and now a new man is urgently required by Ian McGeechan. 

 

Four scrum-halves have already been thrown into the hat  by 'those in the know', with somewhat international fringe players Danny Care, Dwayne 

Peel and Chris Cusiter reportedly the most likely to fill the void when an announcement is made.  

 

And with the debut touring casualty coming just three days after squad selection, Planet Rugby's studied the Lions' options (in no particular order) 

and opted for like -for-like in favour of the rest.  

 

Mike Blair:  Scotland's skipper was the shoo-in scrum-half for South Africa and also tipped as a dark horse for captaincy before this year's Six 

Nations. Oh how a tournament can change matters for the 2008 IRB World Player nominee. Leading an out-of-form country cost Blair dearly as he 

fell down the Lions pecking order in a championship that ultimately cost Frank Hadden his job. O ne of three international captains overlooked when 

the initial touring party was made, it will be interesting to see if he gets a second chance to impress with his immaculate s ervice and running game 

his strong point.  

 

Danny Care (Favourite) :  Similar to O'Leary in the fact that his busyness about the base creates much for those around him. The Harlequins scrum-

half is in my mind favourite to join Harry Ellis and Mike Phillips on the plane as his attacking threat will offer an extra d imension to McGeechan's bulky 

forwards. One positive for Care's case is the fact he's in red-hot form and will be an ideal midweek threat in South Africa...the number nine 

replacement! 

 

Chris Cusiter: Many would question what constitutes the Perpignan player even being considered for selection and it would come as a massive 

shock if he were to beat Blair or Care to O'Leary's spot. Cusiter only just managed to claim the regular starting spot ahead of Nicolas Durand for the 

Catalans in 2008/09 but as we've seen already, McGeechan is prone to the odd surprise so the Glasgow-bound nine shouldn't be ruled out.  

 

Peter Stringer:  The most experienced of our five candidates with 89 international caps to his name, Stringer will be Munster's new linchpin a t the 

base this weekend against Leinster. The veteran possesses all the bite and team spirit demanded by McGeechan and tends to lift his game when it 

really matters - Biarritz are witness to that.  

 

Dwayne Peel:  Another one on the fringes of international selection after a recent spate of inj uries left him trailing behind Mike Phillips. Furthermore, 

his chop-and-change starts alongside club-mate Richard Wigglesworth may also prove Peel's downfall with no further chances to impress after Sale's 

failure to make the Guinness Premiership play-offs.
